Materials Collected (residential only):  
· Clear, brown, and green glass bottles and jars,

· Aluminum, steel, and tin cans (including empty aerosol and paint cans with the lids removed)

· #1 through #7 plastic bottles & containers
· Corrugated cardboard

· Magazines

· Newspapers, including inserts

· Mixed office paper

· Junk mail

· Phone books
Please note that only bottles, jars, and cans are recyclable in the curbside program.  Do not include other items such as windows, toys, tubing, etc.

Businesses must also recycle, but may pick the recycling hauler of their choice.
How:  At your curb.  Materials can be mixed together.
