Who must Recycle:  All residents and businesses of Union Township are required by state and local laws to recycle at their curb.

Please note that only bottles, jars, and cans are recyclable in the curbside program.  Do not include other items such as windows, toys, tubing, etc.

Lawrence County has a Big Blue Bin recycling site at the Courthouse.  Union residents can use it to recycle materials that are not collected by their hauler such as Magazines and Corrugated Cardboard.
Businesses must also recycle, but may pick the recycling hauler of their choice.
How:  At your curb.  Materials can be mixed together.
When:  Once per month.  Check with hauler for your schedule.
Spring/Fall Cleanup:  Spring cleanup, every other year. Check with township for schedule.
Large/Bulky Item Pickup:  No.
Leaf Waste:  Yes, spring and fall.  Drop-off available between.  Check with township for schedule.
Christmas Trees:  Yes.  Check with township for information.
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
