WHEREAS, Lawrence County is desirous of obtaining funds in the amount of $500,000 from the Department of Community & Economic Development for the provision of affordable housing activities fundable under Title II of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12701 through 12839) and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR part 92; and

WHEREAS, Lawrence County will be contracting with Lawrence County Social Services, Inc. to provide affordable housing activities fundable under Title II of the National Affordable Housing Act of 1990 (42 U.S.C. 12701 through 12839) and the implementing regulations at 24 CFR part 92; and

WHEREAS, Lawrence County  will be applying for such affordable housing activities to serve those within the 23 Non-Entitlement Areas of the county as indicated through the Memorandums of Understanding (MOUs) for the provision of said services.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

1. That a housing need exists in the 23 non-entitlement areas that has been identified in the local and state Consolidated Plan and the proposed housing activity addresses this need; and
2. The County has conducted the required citizen participation process; and 
3. The County has granted Lawrence County Social Services, Inc. to make application for and administrate such funds in the amount of $500,000; and 
4. The County will reimburse the Commonwealth for any expenditures found by DCED to be ineligible; and
5. The County Commissioners shall be directed to execute a certificate to the adoption of this resolution, furnish a copy to the Department of Community and Economic Development; and
6. The Chairman Commissioner is hereby authorized to execute any and all documents pertaining to the application for or administration of these funds.
