PUBLIC MEETING
MINUTES OF Tuesday , October 6, 2015


The Lawrence County Commissioners’ Meeting was opened with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag followed by a Moment of Silence. 

The Lawrence County Commissioners’ Meeting of Tuesday October 6, 2015 was called to order by Commissioner Dan Vogler, at 12;00 noon in the Commissioners’ Public Meeting Room.  Office Manager Carol MacDonald called the Roll. Whereas, Lawrence County currently participates in State Grant – in – Aid programs that permit reimbursement for the Juvenile Probation Department for specific funding under those programs; and

Whereas, the necessary signatures on the Award Notification/Invoice (Commissioner Chairman) and the Letter of Equity (Majority of Board of Commissioners) are required for the 5 year contract beginning July 1, 2015 – June 30, 2020; and

Whereas, the award for Fiscal Year 2015-2016 totals $158,104 broken down into two categories; Probation Operational Costs at $5,000 and Probation Services at $153,104.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE LAWRENCE COUNTY BOARD OF COMMISSIONERS, that: authorization is given to execute and submit the necessary Grant – in – Aid application already in effect for the period of July 1, 2015 through June 30, 2020 (5 year period).  The amount of the contract is $158,104; any modifications of this amount or the Grant – in – Aid guidelines will be revisited each year of the five year contract period before the Board of Commissioners and a resolution authorizing the submission will be recorded.

Moved by Mr. Del Signore seconded by Mr. Craig to approve said resolution. Motion carried 3-0. 

R E S O L U T I O N   R-2015-185

Whereas, Lawrence County, through its Children and Youth and Juvenile Probation Departments, desires to contract certain social services; and
